Sutton Walls  
Moreton on Lugg, Marden and Sutton St Nicholas
Between Wednesday 18th September 2013 and Thursday 19th September 2013 Offender(s) have approached a vehicle parked up in Sutton St Nicholas and removed the catalytic converter.
